Kemp’s Jig

Moving on from last issue’s chords in DADGAD here is a very simple little tune in the same tuning to illustrate using DADGAD for fingerstyle.

Pierre Bensusan who plays exclusively in this tuning has recorded some really nice jigs and reels and although I would caution that they are aimed more at intermediate to advanced players, the transcriptions are available in his book “The guitar Book” ISBN 0-88188-620-3. Being French of course, in between the transcriptions are cooking recipes ( I kid you not.)

This one will give your LH a bit of a work out, as there are some stretches in it so if you find it difficult to play use a capo on the 4th fret.

Once you have the basic piece under your fingers, it is crying out for all the ornamentation you like to make it your own arrangement. ( Someone please pass the smelling salts to the classical guitar teacher at the back)

If you go to my web site you can hear a recording, and slow it down / speed it up.
