The Kesh Jig
(A fiddle tune in Open G)

Here is I a simple little fiddle tune. I sat in with a friends band a few months ago, and this was one the tunes in the set. 

Study notes-:
Bars 1 and 10 -: I damp the first notes of these bars, you can either do this by resting the palm of your RH and the bass strings at the saddle or damp them with your left hand. Alternately you can play them as harmonics at the 5th or 12th  fret. Use whichever method feels most comfortable for you.
Bar 4 -: If you wish to hook your thumb over to get the E on the 6th string feel free (the classical guitar police are not looking !......I promise)

Bar 11-: This may be a bit of a stretch for some of you, so just stick a capo on the 3rd or second fret and over a period of 6 months move the capo back a fret every other month to allow your hands to get used to it.

In this tuning, there are hundreds of variations on this tune that you can play around with here once that you get the basic arrangement down, so take this arrangement, and please turn it into your own. Have fun with it. You can hear a recording on the web site, and there is Scorch file for you to allow you to speed it up slow it down and change the key.
